The Regular Meeting of the Oak Grove City Council was called to order by Mayor Rolf at 6:00 p.m. on
Monday, February 12. 2024. Pledge of Allegiance was said, and roll call taken.

There were no requests to address the Council during the Public Forum.

Councilmember Wylie commented that there was open water on Lake George and to be cautious when
ice fishing.

g. Ordinance 24-01 Rezone — Immaculate Heart of Mary Academy
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Administrator Wickham and Mayor Rolf requested to pull item 7C Resolution 24-026 Refuge Roofing
IUP.

Administrator Wickham asked to pull 7C due to questions regarding the conditions of the IUP. There
was discussion as to the number of trailers the I[UP will allow Mr. Wahlstrom to have outside at one time.

The conditions presented listed condition 5 to allow for 6 trailers. Mr. Wahlstrom desires 8 trailers.
Planning Commission Chair, Bradley Johnson, was asked to provide an overview of the IUP and the
conditions approved by the Planning Commission.

Council member Wylie commented that he is concerned about the impact this IUP would have on the
residential neighborhood it will be in. He also asked about the screening from the neighbors and the
plans for getting rid of the debris.

Council member West also commented that he is concerned about screening and would like to hear
from Commissioner Johnson.

Commissioner Johnson gave some background regarding the Planning Commissions goal to ensure that
businesses in residential neighborhoods have appropriate screening and the type of trees needed that
will provide that. He provided that there was an in-depth discussion about the number of vehicles and
trailers allowed and that 6 was agreed upon based on the applicant’s past history of obeying the
conditions of his previous IUP.

Council member Tradewell wondered if the number of trailers people may see may be more as the
number of personal trailers and vehicles were not counted within the IUP.

Council member West asked if the Planning Commission should revisit the number of trailers allowed in
the IUP before the Council votes. His concern is that the IUP conditions have changed and felt that the
people that spoke at the original public hearing would not have an opportunity to provide feedback
regarding the change in conditions. Commissioner Johnson felt that the Council is the discretionary
body that can make that decision.

Council member Bray Johnson asked to hear from the applicant.

Mayor Rolf commented that he supports the applicant’s request for an IUP but he would like to see the
trailers kept in the back. He commented that he supports having 6 trailers but thinks that 8 trailers is too
many.

Applicant, Josh Wahlstrom, addressed the questions asked from the Council. Mr. Wahlstrom stated that
he would be planting 6’-8" Blue Spruce Pines on road side of fence and then go around the corner to
provide screening in addition to planting more on the inside of the fence. Getting the trees planted prior
to Fall is a condition of the IUP. He further stated that he will be planting Maple trees along the driveway
and ordered 235 saplings.

Council member Wylie asked if it was possible to keep the trailers in the back. Mr. Wahlstrom indicated
that due to the drain field, that wasn’t possible.

The Council discussed the screening with trees and that the renewal can be reviewed in a year to see if
the conditions have been followed and agreed upon changing condition 5 from 6 trailers to 8.

Director Anderson provided the Council with the following updates:

The ice rink was open for 1.5 weeks.

The lights at Dunlop Park have been installed.

Public Works has rented a lift to trim trees.

The bid opening for the overlay project.

Purchasing of salt will occur in April.

Council member West pointed out the cost savings on salt due to the lack of snow.

Council member Bray Johnson asked what Public Works has been doing when they don’t have to plow.
Director Anderson commented that they did some deep cleaning of the shop and did some mechanical
repairs on equipment.

CITY ADMINISTRATOR UPDATES & DISCUSSION ITMES

a. Administrator Updates

Administrator Wickham updated the Council on the Fire/City Hall project. The final facility needs study
has been completed. The architect will come to the next meeting to present the findings. He will send
out the final report with estimates. He will also propose some dates for the open house.

Council member West commented that having a feedback box for people to leave their comments or an
online survey should be a part of the open house. He, Council members Tradewell and Bray Johnson
indicated that they have been receiving positive feedback regarding the Fire/City Hall project.

Administrator Wickham spoke about the ACEIT (Anoka County Election Integrity Team) presentation. He
updated Council that staff is still trying to determine if the City is able to do a hand count of ballots and
what it would take to do that. He indicated that Anoka County Elections has responded to the
presentation as it relates to the City’s Joint Power Agreement for elections.

Council member West stated that if there was something that would impact the JPA that he'd like to see
that.

Council member Bray Johnson stated that County Commissioner Braastad reached out with more
information and proposed meeting with her and Mayor Rolf. She stated that she has spoken with other
groups regarding the hand counting of ballots.

Council member West was supportive of reaching out to the City Attorney and he would like to see the
City move forward with this if possible. Mayor Rolf, Council members Tradewell and Bray Johnson
agreed.

Louise Woodberry — 3133 1915t Ave

Ms. Woodberry is the Head Election Judge at Precinct 4 and she addressed Council regarding the length
of time and additional staff needed to accomplish a hand count.

MAYOR/COUNCIL REQUESTS/UPDATES



Councilmember Wylie addressed City Administrator Wickham regarding a water bill concern from a

resident. He commented that the resident hadn’t paid his water bill in about a year and was concerned

about the amount of late fee he owes and how the late fee is applied.

Council member Wylie asked to have this discussion put on the agenda for the next meeting.

Mayor Rolf commented that the same resident contacted him as well. Mayor Rolf questioned how much
the

late fee is and how it accumulates.

Council member Bray Johnson updated Council on her attendance at the League of Minnesota Cities
Advanced Institute for Elected Leaders.

Mayor Rolf thanked Council member Tradewell for stepping in as Acting Mayor while he is out.

The next Regular Meeting is scheduled for Monday, February 26, 2024, at 6:00 p.m.

BACKGROUND AND SUPPLEMENTAL INFORMATION:
Summary

Applicant/Owner: Oak Grove Conservation, LLC

Address: Intersection of Flamingo St. NW and 181 Ave NW
PID: 35-33-24-33-0002

Acres: Approximately 43.95

Zoning: Agriculture (A)

Application
The Applicant is proposing to split the parcel into three. The purpose of the minor subdivision is to create

three lots greater than 10 acres. The land is predominantly farmland with a wooded area through the center of
proposed parcels B & C. There are also agricultural ditches on parcels B & C. The property is at the south
entrance of the City and is across from the City of Andover border. The applicant owns 110 acres adjacent to
the proposed minor subdivision that is in the process of becoming a wetland bank.

Parcel A is 10 acres

Parcel B is 18.53 acres

Parcel C is 17.51 acres

Both Flamingo St. NW and 181% Ave NW (CSAH 58) are county roads, so the applicant needs to obtain
access permits from Anoka County. Attached is a review letter from Anoka County regarding the Minor
Subdivision application. All lots will retain Agriculture zoning since they are over 10 acres.

Staff Recommendation
All lots meet or exceed the minimum lot size requirements for the Agriculture (A) zoning district and staff
recommends approval subject to the following conditions:

1. The applicant must provide a copy of current title work for the City Attorney to review and comply
with the City Attorney’s title opinion and any associated requirements.

2. The applicant must address any issues and concerns identified in the Oak Grove Conservation, LLC
Minor Subdivision memo by the City Engineer dated January 23, 2024.

3. The applicant must pay $4,600 in park dedication fees for the new lots created by the minor
subdivision.

4. The applicant must comply with all requirements identified in the Certificate of Survey — Oak Grove
Lot Split letter from Anoka County Transportation Division dated February 1, 2024.

5. The applicants must record this Resolution and the Survey within 120 days of adoption of this
Resolution and provide proof of recording to the City.

WHEREAS, Oak Grove Conservation, LLC (the “Applicant”), has applied for a minor
subdivision; and

WHEREAS, Oak Grove Conservation, LLC owns the property being subdivided and
consents to the division; and

WHEREAS, Section 107-4 of the Oak Grove City Code allows for a minor subdivision
application when a proposed subdivision meets the criteria set forth in Chapter 107 of the City
Code; and

WHEREAS, the Applicant’s proposal meets the aforementioned criteria; and

WHEREAS, the Applicant has provided a survey dated November 16, 2023, prepared by
Bolton & Menk which depicts and describes the new parcels to be created (“Survey”); and

We have reviewed the Certificate of Survey for the Oak Grove Lot Split to be located east of
CSAH 78 (Flamingo Street NW) and south of CSAH 58 (1815t Avenue NW) within the City of Oak
Grove, and | offer the following comments:

e An additional 27 feet of right of way along CSAH 78 will be required for future
reconstruction purposes (60 feet total right of way width west of CSAH 78
centerline). An addition 27 feet of right of way along CSAH 58 will be required for
future reconstruction purposes (60 feet total right of way width south of CSAH 58
centerline). An 80ft x 80ft chamfer on the NE corner of CSAH 78 and CSAH 58 will
be required for future intersection improvements.

e As proposed, the plat will introduce three new residential access points onto county
roads. Our preferred location for the driveways would be within 30ft of the shared
lot line for Parcel A and Parcel B. Our preferred location for Parcel C would be within
30ft of its north lot line.

e No other access points onto CSAH 78 or CSAH 58 will be permitted for this plat and
the right of access along CSAH 78 and CSAH 58 should be dedicated to Anoka
County with the exception for the proposed new residential access points.

e Internal site grading shall not commence until the requested ACHD Engineering plan
approvals are received and the applicable permits can be issued.

e Any utility relocation on the CSAH 78 or CSAH 58 right of way, will be required to
be coordinated directly by the city/developer.

e Please note that no plantings or private signs will be permitted within the county right
of way and care must be exercised when locating private signs, building, structures,
plantings, berms, etc. outside of the county right of way, so as not to create any new
sight obstructions for this section of CSAH 78 and CSAH 58.

ACHD would like to work with local governments in promoting compatibility between land use
and the county highway system. It should be recognized that residential land uses located
adjacent to County highways often results in complaints about traffic noise. Existing and/or
future traffic noise from CSAH 78 or CSAH 58 could exceed noise standards established by
the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency (MPCA), the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban
Development, and the U.S. Department of Transportation. Minnesota Rule 7030.0030 states
that municipalities are responsible for taking all reasonable measures to prevent land use
activities listed in the MPCA'’s Noise Area Classification (NAC) where establishment of the land
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use would result in violations of established noise standards. It is advised that the City and
the Developer assess the noise situation for this development as it is proposed to be located
directly adjacent to CSAH 78 and CSAH 58 and take the level of action deemed necessary to
minimize the impact of any highway noise by incorporating the appropriate noise mitigation
elements into the design and phasing of this plat as applicable.

The bids were below the engineer estimate of $755,230. The bid documents allow the City to award based upon any one
or combination of alternates. The City cannot award individual alternates to different contractors. If awarded, the Base
Bid, Proposal A, and Proposal B would be funded by your road improvement funds. Please note that, with engineering
fees, completing the base bid and both proposals exceed the City’s budgeted amount of $700,000.

Our office recommends the City award the Base Bid with Proposal A to North Valley, Inc. for $619,211.24. Our intent is
to work with City Staff to add additional road segments bringing the project scope closer to the budgeted amount. If
sufficient funds are available to complete Proposal B, that could be added to the project scope at a later date. If the work
is not completed in 2024, we would add it to the 2025 Street Improvement project.

If awarded, this work would occur during the 2024 construction season.
